Programs eligible for anti-obesity training

After-school programs in half of Ohio's counties, including Ross and Pike, will be eligible for additional training to 
combat childhood obesity. Ohio Action for Healthy Kids will receive $60,000 in federal stimulus money. They will 
use this money to train officials from selected after school programs in the national Coordinated Approach to Child 
Health program. The program stresses fitness and nutrition in the classrooms and discourages tobacco use.

Gender Road tops list of 2011 projects

Canal Winchester Village Council will hold a public hearing at 6:30 p.m. July 6 at Town Hall on the proposed $14.1-
million village budget for 2011 - the same day council is anticipated to vote on it. By state law, the village must file 
the budget with the Franklin and Fairfield county auditors by July 20.

Safe Routes to School avoids a House vote to cut it - for now 
Thank you to everyone who contacted Members of Congress  
 
On Monday, we alerted you to the possibility that the federal Safe Routes to School program could be targeted for a 
House floor vote to cut the program. Rep. Cantor (R-VA) had identified Safe Routes to School as one of five 
options that the public could vote on cutting through his YouCut initiative. Fortunately, Safe Routes to School will 
not be subject to a vote this week as one of the other YouCut options, selling off excess federal property, got the 
most votes. 
  
On very short notice, advocates across the country sprang into action and contacted their Members of Congress to 
ask them to vote against any effort to cut Safe Routes to School.  More than 1150 people used the League of 
American Bicyclists' advocacy system in a 24-hour period to contact their Members of Congress via email.  We also 
heard from many others that made phone calls or contacted a Congressional staff person directly that wouldn't be 
included in that tally.  
  
The Safe Routes to School National Partnership is grateful to all the national, state and local organizations that 
helped quickly spread the word about this threat.  And, thank you to everyone who took the time to contact their 
Members of Congress.  Even though there was not a vote this time, it helped raise awareness about the 
importance of Safe Routes to School and the wide support it has across the country. 
  
However, we will have to remain vigilant.  This isn't the first time Rep. Cantor has attacked bicycling and walking, 
and his press secretary has stated that bicycling and walking will likely be the subject of future YouCut votes.

New Data Show Bicycling and Walking Up by 25 Percent  

Report Looks at Efforts to Increase Bicycling and Walking in the U.S.  
WASHINGTON – The U.S. Department of Transportation today released new data from the Federal Highway 
Administration’s 2009 National Household Travel Survey which shows that both bicycling and walking trips have 
increased by 25 percent since 2001.  The FHWA funded Pedestrian and Bicycle Information Center included this 
data in The National Bicycling and Walking Study: A 15-Year Status Report.  The report details trends and changes 
in bicycling and walking since 1994.  
 
―This report demonstrates what we’ve been saying here at the Department,‖ said U.S. Transportation Secretary 
Ray LaHood.   ―Americans want and need safe alternatives to driving. And by making biking and walking safer and 
more accessible, we’ll be able to provide Americans with more choices and help foster more active, livable 
communities.‖   
 
Secretary LaHood recently announced a policy change to promote bicycle and pedestrian opportunities that 
encourage transportation agencies to go beyond minimum standards and provide safe and convenient facilities for 
pedestrians and bicyclists.  
 
In the 1994 National Bicycling and Walking Study, the U.S. Department of Transportation established two goals: to 
reduce the number of bicyclists and pedestrians killed or injured in traffic crashes by 10 percent and to double the 
percentage of total trips made by bicycling and walking in the United States.  
 
From 1993 to 2008, bicycle fatalities decreased by 22.3 percent and injuries decreased by 14.7 percent, and 
pedestrian fatalities dropped by 12 percent and injuries dropped by 17.8 percent, surpassing the goal in the 1994 
report. However, in 2008, there were 4,378 pedestrians and 716 bicyclists killed in roadway crashes which 
indicates that there is still work to be done to make walking and bicycling safer and more convenient transportation 
options.  
The number of reported walking trips has more than doubled since the first survey, from 18 billion in 1990 to 42.5 
billion in 2009. Bicycling trips saw a similar increase, from 1.7 billion to four billion during the same period.  While 
percentage increase in bicycle and pedestrian trips didn’t fully meet the goal, the report also noted the population 
increase resulted in a greater number of overall trips and that progress is being made.  
 
―We are proud of the work we’ve done to integrate walking and bicycling into people’s transportation options,‖ said 
Federal Highway Administrator Victor Mendez.  ―But we won’t stop working until we find ways to prevent fatalities 
and create more livable communities across the country.‖  
 
The National Bicycling and Walking Study: A 15-Year Status Report is a status update to the 1994 National 
Bicycling and Walking Study.  This new report looks at progress toward goals outlined in the original study and 
outlines federal, state and local programs that promote bicycle and walking throughout the country.

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Inner Belt Bridge bicycle lane is still not feasible, ODOT determines

CLEVELAND, Ohio -- Adding a bicycle/pedestrian lane to the planned Inner Belt Bridge is still unlikely, the Ohio 
Department of Transportation has concluded after a three-month study. ODOT Director Jolene Molitoris is expected 
to tell Gov. Ted Strickland next week that a multipurpose lane isn't feasible for the $450 million five-lane bridge that 
is scheduled to open in 2014. Obstacles, including access and safety, stand in the way, said ODOT spokesman 
Scott Varner.  But ODOT does have an alternative: It will make the Lorain-Carnegie (Hope Memorial) Bridge -- the 
designated route for bicyclists to cross the Cuyahoga Valley -- safer by removing sidewalks on each side and 
creating wide multipurpose lanes in each direction. Barriers would be installed on both sides to protect people from 
traffic.  That doesn't entirely satisfy bike enthusiasts like Jim Sheehan, director of the Ohio City Bicycle Co-op. He 
said that while he welcomes improvements to the Lorain-Carnegie Bridge, bicyclists still want access to the Inner 
Belt Bridge, and that fight isn't over.  "It is a chance for Cleveland to get something really right -- to design it [the 
Inner Belt Bridge] from the beginning and make it perfect," Sheehan said Wednesday. "The bridge is a long way 
from being built.

RTA park-and-ride lots and bus bicycle racks are popular with riders

CLEVELAND, Ohio - Two investments by RTA -- parking lots in suburban areas and bike racks attached to the 
front of buses -- have helped attract riders and keep the transit agency solvent. This month marks 20 years for 
park-and-ride lots and 10 years for bike racks. Both remain highly popular, said Joe Calabrese, general manager of 
the Greater Cleveland Regional Transit Authority.  "We are helping save commuters money because if they have a 
car they drive it less and get lower insurance rates," he said. "It reduces congestion and is good for the 
environment." A 300-vehicle parking lot opened in 1990 in Strongsville, near Interstate 71 and the Ohio Turnpike. 
People parked free, then boarded a bus for a nonstop ride to Cleveland. Other lots opened later in Euclid, Westlake 
and North Olmsted. The lots were built near interstates in areas where commuters didn't have access to RTA's 
rapid transit lines, Calabrese said. "They have grown in popularity especially after 2001 when we upgraded the 
service in terms of frequency and the vehicles to a more luxurious commuter coaches," he said. Strongsville's lot 
was expanded to 556 spaces in 2006. In 2007, RTA added 169 parking spaces in North Olmsted for a total of 489. 
Westlake's lot will be expanded in 2011 from 550 to 750 spaces. The Ohio Department of Transportation provided 
$3.5 million, or 80 percent of the cost, for the three expansions so people can avoid traffic jams by taking public 
transit during construction of the two new Inner Belt bridges between 2011 and 2016. About 50,000 bikes are 
boarded each year on buses or rapid trains, said RTA spokesman Jerry Masek. All buses now have bike racks. In 
2007, the agency began allowing bicycles on rapids at all hours as long as there is room. Riders board their bikes 
even in winter, Calabrese said. And he has heard that people who now live farther from a bus stop, since the 
agency cut service 12 percent in April, ride their bikes to the stop before they take the bus along with their bikes.
