Council wants to change bicycle laws

Pending final approval June 15, bike riders in Pickerington will have new rules to follow. An ordinance that would
amend existing laws governing bicycles received unanimous city council approval when it was read for the second
time on June 1. Itis expected to be approved after a third and final reading in two weeks. The new rules require
bike riders younger than 16 to wear helmets. Those who don't can be fined $25. Currently, Pickerington doesn't
require bicyclists of any age to wear helmets.

The proposed ordinance also says any parent, guardian, custodian or person having control or custody of a child
who fails to wear a helmet while biking would be subject to a $25 fine, as well. The proposal would amend city law
to ban riding bikes on sidewalks within a "business district" or in areas where signs prohibiting such action are
posted. In areas where riding on sidewalks is permitted, cyclists must yield to pedestrians. Additionally, the
ordinance says no one younger than 11 can legally operate a bike on a city street unless accompanied by an

Despite accidents, bicycling getting safer

Increase in riders may heighten awareness

Last summer, Greg Yoakum was riding his bike about 25 mph through Hilliard when a car traveling the opposite
direction turned left across his path, sending him crashing into the windshield and then onto the road. He was one
of the 269 bicycle-vehicle crash victims in Franklin County in 2009. His right arm had a cut 8 inches long and 3
inches wide. He injured his lower back and sustained a 4-inch contusion on his right leg. He left the hospital using a
walker, which he needed for a few days. "I completely went up onto her windshield, smashed her windshield, and
was taken by ambulance to the hospital,” said Yoakum, 37. after a month or so of recovery, Yoakum was back on
his bike — albeit a little more nervous and more aware of the risks. Nationally, more than 700 people die each
year in bike-vehicle crashes. In central Ohio, a 20-year-old Dublin bicyclist died Friday after a hit-and-run collision
on the Northwest Side. But biking is actually getting safer, said Jeff Stephens, executive director of Consider Biking,
a Columbus bicycle-advocacy group...

The advice given in the Tuesday Dispatch article “Cyclists can have long wait to cross Front Street outside park” is
contrary to safe bicycling practices. For a bicyclist to go onto the sidewalk to push the pedestrian walk button at an
intersection where a bicycle won't trip the detector isn’t the best way to handle the situation. First, a bicyclist is not a
pedestrian. By law, a bicyclist on the road is traffic and should use and obey the traffic signals. Second, leaving and
entering the road from a sidewalk is dangerous and exposes the cyclist to unnecessary hazards. The best way to
proceed is to treat it as if the traffic light is broken and flashing red. Check for cross-traffic and oncoming traffic and
cross the intersection when it’s clear and safe. This same advice appears in the Ohio Department of
Transportation’s booklet “Ohio Bicycling Street Smarts.” The city should install bicycle-friendly detectors using the
“Columbus Metro bike users map” to prioritize intersections.

Riggle had brought forth a resolution in support of Statehouse Bill 415 -- a resolution for state
lawmakers to ban texting while driving across the state.

Cameras, new locks, mandatory motorcycle helmets among favored precautions

Americans strongly support public policies to reduce highway deaths, including some measures that many elected
officials consider too restrictive, such as alcohol ignition interlocks and traffic-enforcement cameras, a new national
survey found. The Center for Excellence in Rural Safety at the University of Minnesota found most Americans
support ignition interlocks for those convicted of drunken driving and automated speed enforcement using cameras
and radar, such as the cameras installed in Heath in Licking County in 2009 before the city's voters forced them out
in November by voting to amend the city charter. Respondents also support sobriety checkpoints, mandatory
motorcycle helmet laws, phased-in privileges for new drivers and laws enabling police to ticket drivers solely for not

States Requiring PE, but Amount Varies

More states are requiring physical education in schools, but few set a specific amount

WASHINGTON June 2, 2010 (AP)

More states are requiring physical education for elementary, middle and high school students, though few require
kids to exercise for a specific amount of time. A report released Tuesday by the American Heart Association and
the National Association for Sport and Physical Education said exercise for schoolchildren is also threatened by a
rising number of waivers and exemptions from PE in school districts around the country. Nancy Brown, CEO of the
heart association, said the group is pleased that more states are requiring physical education but is also concerned
that the requirements don't have more teeth. "We are concerned that the movement has not been more significant,"
she said. "It's more of a sporadic approach." Brown said she hopes an increased national focus on health and
nutrition will push schools to require more time in the gym with a qualified instructor. The groups recommend 150
minutes a week of instructed physical education for elementary schoolchildren and 225 minutes a week for middle
and high school students. Only a handful of states meet those goals...

FIGHTING CHILDHOOD obesity requires help from schools, where children spend so much of their time and take
in so much of their food. Opposition by teachers' groups to a bill that would improve the nutritional offerings at

schools and require a minimum level of physical activity for kids is unfortunate and unnecessary, especially given
the flexibility in the bill. Teachers' groups say schools can't take time away from academics to ensure that kids get
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30 minutes of physical activity per day beyond recess. The concern is understandable given the many demands
already placed on schools, but sponsors of the bill have addressed it by allowing schools to opt out of the exercise
requirement. The sponsors want the exercise requirement to remain, even if watered down by the opt-out provision,
because exercise is an indispensable element of maintaining healthy weight. The bill passed in the Senate by a 24-
7 vote last month. Why the Ohio Federation of Teachers and other groups are holding it up in the House, when
their primary concerns have been addressed and when action is so urgently needed on this growing public-health

Changes leave school-exercise bill a 98-pound weakling

Public-school officials beat back efforts by some legislators, businesses and health-care professionals to require
that schools provide students 30 minutes of exercise per day. "They were able to pick off members individually,"
Rep. John Patrick Carney, D-Columbus, said of the school-board members, teachers-union representatives and
superintendents who urged legislators to reject the exercise requirement in Senate Bill 210. The measure already
had been watered down by the Senate, allowing districts to opt out of the exercise requirement by getting a waiver
from the state. But school officials told House members that the opt-out wasn't good enough because the
requirement still would hang over districts' heads in permanent law, and the state was not providing money to pay
for it. A House committee changed the bill yesterday so that districts that want to meet the daily exercise
requirement would have to opt into it. The House passed it 77-21. "I am disappointed," said Carney, who sponsored
the House version of the bill. He noted that obesity is the nation's No. 1 preventable health crisis, surpassing

Pickerington Council wants to change bicycle laws

Pending final approval June 15, bike riders in Pickerington will have new rules to follow. An ordinance that would
amend existing laws governing bicycles received unanimous city council approval when it was read for the second
time on June 1. It is expected to be approved after a third and final reading in two weeks. The new rules require
bike riders younger than 16 to wear helmets. Those who don't can be fined $25. Currently, Pickerington doesn't
require bicyclists of any age to wear helmets.

The proposed ordinance also says any parent, guardian, custodian or person having control or custody of a child
who fails to wear a helmet while biking would be subject to a $25 fine, as well. The proposal would amend city law
to ban riding bikes on sidewalks within a "business district" or in areas where signs prohibiting such action are
posted. In areas where riding on sidewalks is permitted, cyclists must yield to pedestrians. Additionally, the
ordinance says no one younger than 11 can legally operate a bike on a city street unless accompanied by an adult.

Stimulus backs resurfacing projects

More than $2-million in federal stimulus money is being used this spring and summer to upgrade two local
thoroughfares. On May 3, Ohio Department of Transportation workers began a multi-phase project to improve
traffic flow and resurface state Route 204 in Pickerington and Violet Township. The approximately $1.7-million effort
won't require any local funding. It's being financed entirely by federal stimulus money. "We're installing loop
detectors for traffic," said Kate Stickle, an ODOT District 5 spokeswoman.

The change in weight when your vehicle is on that pavement shifts the loop detectors
that signal the light to change. "That's just a traffic-flow upgrade before we resurface," she said. "The resurfacing
will begin in June and go into July.

Bridge project to start July 12

After more than two and a half years of postponements, the West Main Street bridge replacement is scheduled to
begin in mid-July. The level of disruption the work will produce is apparently a matter of perspective: City officials
said in March they don't anticipate any major problems, but for Otterbein College students and faculty, the project is
shaping up to be a huge headache. The bridge connects the main campus with the Art and Communication
Building, located west of Alum Creek. Closing West Main Street - scheduled to occur on July 12 - will sever access
to the building for a year. The current price tag for the project is more than $6-million, although Franklin County has
applied for grants through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act that could lower both the city's and the
county's costs for the improvements. Construction is expected to wrap up in August 2011. The new three-span, tub
arch bridge will be longer and wider than the current bridge. The sidewalks will be wider with a barrier separating
pedestrians from the roadway. The new bridge design is estimated to have a service life of 100 years. The
construction site will be completely closed to both pedestrians and traffic. Vehicles will be detoured along North
West Street, County Line Road and Cleveland Avenue. "In the project site, there's not going to be any type of
pedestrian crossing," Franklin County deputy bridge engineer Jim Pajk said. Access to the Westerville Senior
Center, Astronaut Grove Park and Alum Creek Park North will be maintained, although vehicles will not be able to
enter Alum Creek Park. The city is providing $1-million to add a backup water line under the bridge, bury electric
lines to improve aesthetics along the creek and parks, replace streetlights and widen sidewalks across the bridge,
according to Westerville planning and development director Karl Craven...

City may scrap Xs and Os of sidewalk repair program

City also is likely to offer a O-percent interest rate to those financing repairs through assessments.

Those Xs and Os on your sidewalks may disappear along with a proposal to charge interest. Westerville City
Council discussed recent complaints from residents including the confusion of those spray painted symbols. Xs
mean the homeowner is responsible where Os designate the repair will be made on the city's dime, most likely
because the damage was caused by a city-planted tree in the treelawn. One suggestion by Councilman Eric Busch
was to change the symbols to "h" and "c", for homeowner and city, to make it more clear as to who is responsible
for their replacement. "Once we get into a routine, both sides will get into the habit" of understanding who is
responsible for the sidewalk work, said Planning Administrator Karl Craven.

Vice Mayor Anne Gonzales said when she goes door-to-door campaigning, questions about the symbols are some
of the most asked. In Westerville, residents are required to maintain their sidewalks. Beginning in 2002, the city
annually inspects one of five zones in March and April and notifies residents which sidewalks need replaced. From
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there residents can complete the work themselves, by July 31, or use the city's contractor -- which usually is
cheaper. Also relating to sidewalks was a proposal to charge a O-percent interest rate for payments for those
wanting to pay for sidewalk repairs over a few years. While no formal action was taken, the idea gained favor with
council members. A staff report from Craven dated April 28 stated that in May, 2011, council will be presented with
an assessment ordinance in which they will be asked to certify tax assessments and set the time period and
interest rate for the assessments for sidewalk work. "I think we should have a 0-percent interest rate," said
Councilman Craig Treneff. "We don't borrow for this project..."

CHAPEL HILL, N.C. (June 1, 2010) -- The National Center for Safe Routes to School announced today the
selection of 34 recipients to receive $1,000 mini-grants for projects designed to encourage safe walking and
bicycling to school. The mini-grant activities, many of which are driven by student leadership, will occur during the
fall semester of the 2010-2011 school year.

“The innovation and creativity of the mini-grant applications we received are impressive,” said Lauren Marchetti,
director of the National Center for Safe Routes to School. “The projects addressed a variety of local issues and
concerns — truancy, tardiness, environmental effects of vehicle idling, student health, school zone safety — all of
which illustrate the diverse approaches communities are taking to create successful walking and bicycling to school
programs.” Safe Routes to School (SRTS) programs are sustained efforts by parents, schools, community leaders
and local, state, and federal governments to improve the health and well-being of children by enabling and
encouraging them to walk and bicycle to school.
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The National Center, which serves as the clearinghouse for the federal SRTS program, received 375 SRTS mini-
grant applications from schools and community organizations in 44 states. Selected proposals distinguished
themselves through their commitment and creative approaches to increase safe walking and bicycling to school.

Proposed mini-grant activities identified ways SRTS programs can positively target physical activity, environmental
benefits, personal safety and community building efforts. Reducing the practice of distracted driving was another
focus of several recipients. Many of the projects were designed to ensure that students are involved in every step of
the SRTS programs, from planning to implementation. For example, some students will be writing letters to city
council members to request sidewalks, and others will be designing and promoting “no phone zone” campaigns to
their peers and parents.

“These mini-grant recipients demonstrate how important it is to tailor Safe Routes to School efforts to the unique
needs of each community,” continued Marchetti. “The community and student leadership recognized here
strengthen SRTS efforts across the country and set the stage for truly livable communities in the future.”

Students in
3" through 5" grades will create a logo or slogan that will encourage youth their own age to wear a helmet while
riding a bicycle. Students will also lead the Green Ribbon Month campaign to promote pedestrian/bicycle safety
and driver awareness in school zones, school parking areas and driveways...

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Batteries Power New Talk of Cheating in Cycling

Cycling’s long history with doping means that any dramatic victory is as likely to create suspicion as admiration. But
the whispers surrounding Fabian Cancellara’s decisive wins in two of this spring’s most important races have a
novel twist: they accuse him of using a tiny electric motor to help power his legs. Although no one offered proof,
and Cancellara dismissed the allegations as “stupid,” online speculation reached such a point that on Wednesday it
crashed the Web servers of an Austrian company that makes an invisible motor system for bicycles. And the
International Cycling Union, while carefully noting that it is not investigating any specific rider or team, is reviewing
the need for a new bicycle inspection system to detect motorized cheating. Several weeks have passed since
Cancellara, an Olympic champion from Switzerland, won the Paris-Roubaix and the Tour of Flanders. The
suspicions about his winning methods were outlined in a report shown last week by RAI, the Italian broadcaster,
that did not mention his name. In the report, Davide Cassani, a cycling commentator for the network and former
professional rider, displayed a racing bicycle that looked normal. When he pressed a button hidden under the
rubber hood of a brake lever, the pedals began turning, powered by a motor and batteries tucked into its frame.
Cassani, 49 and long retired, said the assistance of a motor might enable him to return to racing and win a stage of
the Giro d’ltalia, which ended Sunday. Such bicycles, he said, had been used by professional riders in races, but he
offered no names. The idea of motorized cheating strikes many in the cycling world as absurd. Nevertheless, some
prominent professional riders are concerned that some of their race competitors may be motoring away from them.
Marco Pinotti, an Italian who races for HTC-Columbia, said that when he first heard about the hidden motor, “it
seemed a stupid thing.” “But then | came to know the technology,” he added, “and | started making connections.”
Because he lacked hard evidence, Pinotti, who finished ninth overall in the Giro d’ltalia, declined to say who he
thought might be using motorized assistance or in what races it might have been used. Cancellara is an
exceptionally powerful cyclist and, as a result, often the subject of rumors. His victories in the Paris-Roubaix and
Flanders races followed unusually strong attacks, swiftly prompting speculation about conventional doping in the
