Pelotonia's ascent: 4,000 riders, bigger goal 
Bike tour aims to raise $8 million to fight cancer

In just its second year, the Pelotonia Tour for cancer research has ditched the training wheels and strapped on 
booster rockets.  Next weekend, organizers are expecting 4,000 or more bicyclists - up from 2,265 a year ago - to 
traverse four routes ranging from 23 miles to 180 miles between Columbus and Athens.   “Growth is good," said 
Tom Lennox, a cancer survivor and executive director of Pelotonia, which raises money for Ohio State University's 
Comprehensive Cancer Center, including the Arthur G. James Cancer Hospital and Richard J. Solove Research 
Institute.   "Everybody is getting on board."     None more aggressively than Columbus' oldest bank. One in four 
Pelotonia riders will be wearing Team Huntington jerseys because of a major push by the 144-year-old financial 
institution to get 1,000 employees and their relatives behind the effort. (The number is well ahead of the 55 
participants Huntington fielded last year.) "Frankly, we feel proud," CEO Stephen D. Steinour said of the company 
involvement, which includes a $2.5 million commitment to underwrite Pelotonia expenses for the next five years.  
  The significantly higher rider count has enabled Pelotonia organizers to set an ambitious 2010 fundraising target 
of $8 million - up from the $4.5 million raised last year…

Starting line will be even fuller for 2010 Pelotonia tour

Pelotonia is still a few weeks away, but the annual bike tour to raise money for cancer research already has well-
surpassed its first goal this year. The major goal this year was to increase ridership, and Pelotonia has already 
smashed the record it set during its inaugural run last year. Last year, almost 2,300 riders signed up; this year, the 
ride is up to almost 3,700 as of Monday, Aug. 2. "We're far above where we were last year, which we're very 
happy about," said Jessica Kinman, Pelotonia director of publicity and communications.  
"We'll probably get upwards of 4,000 (riders)." The event is set for Aug. 20-22.  All Pelotonia proceeds go to the 
Ohio State University Comprehensive Cancer Center at James Cancer Hospital and Solove Research Institute.

Riders have four courses from which to choose: a 23-mile ride to Groveport, a 43-mile ride to Amanda, a 102-mile 
ride to Athens and a 180-mile ride to Athens and back. All riders put down $100 to be part of the race. It will be 
returned unless the rider raises less than $100, in which case the money paid by the rider makes up the 
difference. Those who cannot actively participate in Pelotonia -- whether because of physical limitations or just 
because they cannot be in Columbus that weekend -- can sign up as "virtual riders" to raise money for the cause. 
"We had a woman last year who was a virtual rider. ... She's based in Afghanistan, and she rode around her 
(military) base," Kinman said. Opening ceremonies for Pelotonia begin at 3 p.m. Aug. 20 at Chemical Abstracts 
Services, 2540 Olentangy River Road. Dinner is served to participants free of charge, and Counting Crows and 
Augustana will perform. The rides begin at 7 a.m. Aug. 21, with riders beginning to arrive about 5:30 a.m. All leave 
from Chemical Abstracts.  
Riders who choose the 180-mile course spend the night in Ohio University dorms in Athens. Pat Green will 
perform the evening of Aug. 21, and riders begin heading home around 7 a.m. Aug. 22, ending at Slate Run Metro 
Park in Canal Winchester. Last year's ride raised $4.5 million for the James. Thanks to donations of time and 
resources, Pelotonia has no expenses to eat into fundraising. "Every dollar we raise goes directly to cancer 
research, 100 percent," Kinman said…

Community house lends bikes for children's summer fun

The kids don't know about the naysayers, and the grownups who matter didn't listen. Proof that an urban bike-
loan program can work just fine pedaled along the Alum Creek Trail yesterday, all sweaty and giggly and 
determined. "It's not too hot," 9-year-old Shanise Collins said. "It's fun." St. Stephen's Community House started 
lending bicycles at no charge this summer as a way to promote exercise among children who live in 
neighborhoods where safe recreational opportunities - and money for bikes - can be in short supply, agency chief 
Michelle Mills said. The Community Health Funders' Collaborative - a group that includes doctors, philanthropists 
and the United Way of Central Ohio - contributed $92,000 for bikes, racks and sports or play equipment at St. 
Stephen's and the city's six other settlement houses. "We heard from a lot of naysayers who said we couldn't do it 
in an urban area - the bikes would never come back, they'd be all cracked up, that sort of thing," Mills said. "Thank 
goodness we had some courageous funders who believed." The program also provides summer jobs for teens 
who staff the bike garage. "I've been telling a lot of people about it," said Jashon Poindexter, a 17-year-old who 
works in the program at St. Stephen's at 1500 E. 17th Ave. "It's mostly younger kids, but adults (use) bikes, too." 
The collaborative is trying to focus on small projects that can lead to significant improvements in health, said Lisa 
Courtice of the Columbus Foundation. Bikes are often just that ticket, Mills said. The agency has about 40

Taxes revive city street work 
More than $20 million to be spent after last year's lull

You might have noticed something unusual this summer on Columbus streets. Construction. After a recession-
induced shelving of 2009 resurfacing projects, crews are back to work this year on a backlog of repairs. The 
Department of Public Service already has 52 city streets on contractors' calendars, and 43 will be added this 
month. Spokesman Rick Tilton said most work should be completed by November if the weather cooperates. 
Although Columbus had been spending about $18 million yearly on street repairs, the city was able to afford just 
$3 million in projects last year. Dwindling income-tax collections left officials unsure they'd have the money to pay 
off any new debt. Federal stimulus money paid for the nine streets in the 2009 resurfacing plan. Voter approval of 
a city income-tax increase that took effect on Oct. 1 has added dozens of streets to the list for this year. Finance 
Director Paul Rakosky said that more than $20 million will be spent this year. Projected budgets for the next five 
years include the same yearly spending level for road resurfacing, to whittle at the backlog. Downtown and the 
Northwest Side account for more than a third of the projects this summer. Work includes removing pavement and 
putting down new asphalt, adding wheelchair-accessible curb ramps and repairing concrete beneath road

Letter: Roundabout would be poor alternative to turn lane

To the Editor: 
In a letter, John Bennett (The Booster, July 28) revealed that the Delawanda Association had endorsed a pet 
project of the North Broadway Street Association. NBSA wants to replace the planned turn lane at Broadway and 
High with a roundabout that moves cars continually through the intersection. Their alleged goals are to defend 
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private property and public safety. The turn lane doesn't threaten anyone's property. All construction will be on 
public land. Additionally, the turn lane actually improves safety by regulating the flow of vehicles onto High Street. 
In contrast, a roundabout would take land from High Street owners and displace several businesses. This is 
according to a joint letter from the city directors of Development and Public Services on March 9 rejecting the 
proposal. A roundabout would also endanger pedestrians crossing the intersection, as cars sweep through the 
circle with no stoplight. Moreover, any urban examples of roundabouts are in the periphery of town centers or in 
enormous two- to four-lane broadways that take up median land. It's a suburban design solution being 
shoehorned into an urban commercial corridor. The city estimates that taxpayers would spend at least $17 million 
for NBSA's whole proposal, which includes another roundabout at Indianola that would take residential property. 
That's 46 times the turn lane's price tag of $368,000, and the $17 million doesn't count the compensation for 
private land at the intersections.  Clearly, it isn't safety or property rights -- much less fiscal restraint -- that 
motivate NBSA and its allies. Their intersection campaign appears to be part of a broader effort to eliminate the 
Commercial Overlay standards that balance the interests of pedestrians, residents, big business and small 
entrepreneurs. The roundabout in itself would scrap the overlay in much of central Clintonville. The Delawanda 
Association was not heard from throughout the eight-plus months of Task Force meetings and CAC discussion. 
Why now? John Bennett's letter signals that the new majority on the commission is breathing life into NBSA's 
destructive agenda. The recommendations on the intersection have already been made and plans begun. This 
continued divisiveness does nothing but harm the community...

City to improve Dublin, Brand roads roundabout

Work to improve flow and safety at the Dublin and Brand roads roundabout began Monday. Work on the 
roundabout is expected to last until Aug. 20 and traffic will be maintained moving north and south on Dublin 
Road, but there will be no access to Brand Road from Dublin Road. City engineer Paul Hammersmith said the 
Dublin and Brand roads roundabout was the first the city designed. "It's actually the first roundabout we started 
designing and the second in construction," he said. "We built the Muirfield- Brand roundabout first." While 
designing the roundabout Hammersmith said the roundabout bordered on enough traffic to need two lanes 
instead of one within 25 years, so the city "erred on the side of more service than less" and installed two lanes. 
"Now we've found a higher occurrence of accidents related to lane violations," he said. "People are short 
circuiting (the roundabout)." Work on the roundabout will better define the lanes with short concrete barriers 
(Dublin calls them splitter islands), Hammersmith said. "We'll provide better definition of lane assignments and 
force loaders to be in certain lanes for certain movements," he said…

Detour tests patience in Galena's downtown

Galena village leaders are preaching patience as a major road closing makes an impact on downtown businesses. 
Village Council members discussed ideas for dealing with the three-month closure of the South Old 3C Highway 
Bridge at their previous meeting. The county's $660,000 project is repairing the road over Hoover Reservoir. Jane 
White, Mudflats Bar and Grill owner, attended the meeting to express her frustration. She said she felt business 
downtown had decreased because people think they can't get to downtown Galena. White has purchased signs 
letting people know businesses are open and accessible, according to a press release from the village. Mayor Tom 
Hopper explained the bridge replacement is a Delaware County Engineer's Office project and state laws require 
the county to detour only county or state roads. They are detouring from South Old 3C Highway to North Old 3C 
Highway. "It's not our detour," he said. Still, he has worked with the county to get an illuminated sign installed at 
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Walnut Street and Route 3, to let people know the road remains open all the way into downtown. Council did 
pass an ordinance suspending the 5-ton weight limit on Walnut Street during the bridge construction, to allow 
delivery trucks to reach local businesses. The limit will be reinstated when the bridge is reopened…

Man catches four suspected of bicycle thefts

Four people charged Aug. 3 in connection with the theft of bicycles were apprehended earlier that day by a man 
who reported catching them in the act of breaking into his vehicle. The four suspects were apprehended by a 
resident in the 800 block of Timberman Road, who called police at about 6:18 a.m. to report a theft in progress 
from his vehicle. When officers arrived at the scene, the man had the four suspects in custody. He told police he 
chased after the group and fired one round from a handgun into the air, which caused the quartet to stop and 
cooperate with him. The Timberman Road man was charged with discharging a firearm. The suspects were 
charged in connection with the bicycle theft report made by a resident in the 1200 block of Hope Avenue. The 
woman reported at about 6:45 p.m. Aug. 3 that the bicycles were stolen overnight from her garage. The bikes 
were valued at a total of $506. Two bicycles, apparently left by the thieves, were recovered outside the garage. All 
three bicycles stolen from the Hope Avenue residence were recovered by another resident in the 1200 block of 
Hope Avenue. He reported that at 7 a.m. that morning he saw the bikes in the alley at the rear of his residence. 
When he returned home later in the afternoon, the bikes were still there and he called police. The suspects, two 
adults and two juveniles, were arrested and charged after being interviewed by police. Three of the four were 
charged with breaking and entering and theft. The fourth was charged with complicity to breaking and entering 
and theft. The two adults were taken to jail and the juveniles were released to their parents.

Knox County Commissioner 
Teresa Bemiller, who opened the bids, said Floyd Browne’s engineers will now look over the bid for any problems, 
before the contract is formally awarded.

Work on the Main Street bridge is expected to continue until fall 2011. Those traveling the detours around the 
closed West Main Street bridge may have noticed that things are continuing to flow more smoothly. That's 
because the city's planning department has been monitoring traffic along the detour routes - including Cleveland 
Avenue, County Line Road, Collegeview Road and West Street - and altering traffic signals to keep traffic moving. 
"In anticipation of the bridge closure, we did go out and change the signal timing along the detour route," city 
engineer Susan Banbury said. West Main Street was closed at Alum Creek in mid-July. It will remain closed until 
late next summer while Franklin County reconstructs the bridge over Alum Creek. After motorists had a chance to 
adjust to the detour routes, Banbury said city staff members were posted along the routes to observe traffic flow 
to locate any problem areas. Tweaks were needed, particularly along Cleveland Avenue, where there was a 
backup of northbound traffic waiting to turn east on County Line Road, Banbury said. "We have had to go out and 
make adjustments to some of the timing of the traffic signals to make for better traffic flow," she said…

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NPLAN Releases New Resources on Reducing Liability Concerns 
Two fact sheets and recent webinar address common barriers to SRTS  
The National Policy & Legal Analysis Network to Prevent Childhood Obesity (NPLAN) recently released new 
resources about liability. They also presented a webinar on August 11 on Safe Routes to School (SRTS) and liability 
for childhood obesity prevention policymakers and advocates. An archived copy of the webinar can be accessed 
here. 
Despite the many benefits of SRTS, some schools have been reluctant to support SRTS programs due to concerns 
about being sued if an injury or problem arises. But such fears are largely unwarranted. By acting responsibly and 
understanding liability issues, schools, nonprofits and parent groups can help students reap the health and 
academic benefits of SRTS programs while minimizing any risks. 
The first fact sheet - Safe Routes to School: Minimizing Your Liability Risk, addresses liability fears and offers 
practical tips for schools and community advocates to support SRTS programs. 
The second fact sheet - Volunteers and Liability: The Federal Volunteer Protection Act, provides an overview of 
legal protections designed to shield volunteers from liability. 
The webinar provided the basics of liability in the context of SRTS and how school districts, nonprofit 
organizations and others can reduce their liability in SRTS programs. Presenters put liability concerns in 
perspective, explained how SRTS programs can leave schools with a lower risk of liability than existed prior to the 
program and provided practical advice on best practices for implementing SRTS programs and policies. Robert 
Ping, state network director at the Safe Routes to School National Partnership, was one of the presenters and he 
shared how liability fears can impinge on SRTS program success, and also featured best practices and case studies 
to show how communities from around the US have dealt with the issue successfully. 
 
District's budget knife used on busing 
* Fewer buses will mean longer rides for many students starting this fall.

Transportation is the next target in the ongoing budget cuts at Big Walnut Local Schools. The district will reduce 
its bus fleet and restrict busing to students who live more than one mile away from school next year. The plan was 
unveiled at the Big Walnut school board's meeting July 12. Big Walnut has been cutting programs and staff 
recently in the wake of two failed operating levies. The school board previously shortened the school day, cut 
administrators and eliminated art, music and physical education programs. The district has had one of the more 
generous transportation policies in the state, Transportation Supervisor Jodie Clark said. Every student in the 
district is eligible for transportation, while state law only requires transportation for elementary and middle 
school students who live more than two miles away. The school board's official policy mimics the state's two-mile 
limit, but the district traditionally has provided more service than required, Superintendent Steve Mazzi said. The 
district also has an average ridership of 29 middle and high school students or 38 elementary school students per 
bus, while buses actually can hold up to 46 older and 57 younger students…

Momentum grows for federal policy breakthrough that would fast-track bikeway innovations

According to Mike Wetter, the Senior Advisor to Metro Council President David Bragdon, the U.S. Department of 
Transportation is on the verge of a decision that could rapidly speed up the use of innovative bikeway treatments 
across America. Among supporters of a change to the policy is a national association of city transportation 
planners and U.S. Congressman Earl Blumenauer. Currently, due to outdated federal standards, many bikeway 
designs that are common in Europe and Canada -- like bike boxes, colored pavement markings, bike-only signals, 
and buffered bike lanes -- are still considered "experimental" in the U.S.. This lack of official endorsement by the 
FHWA means city planners cannot use federal funds to install them and they encounter a host of significant 
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barriers when trying to implement them. Wetter, along with transportation planners at PBOT and cities across the 
country, think current policies are unfair to urban jurisdictions and they might finally be close to changing them…

Apple ’smart bike’ patent hints at peloton intelligence

The world’s major automakers are hard at work trying to wire their cars and trucks to the Internet in an attempt 
to turn your wheels into a rolling sensor from which data can be gathered. Now tech giant Apple is moving 
beyond its running-centric partnership with sports equipment maker Nike (”Nike + iPod”) to bring data to cyclists, 
too. An Aug. 5, 2010 patent filed by the Cupertino, Calif.-based company reveals a system that monitors a dizzying 
array of components to your daily ride, including speed, distance, time, altitude, elevation, incline, decline, heart 
rate, power, derailleur setting, cadence, wind speed, path completed, expected future path, heart rate, power, 
and pace. The system is intended for individuals — just like Nike + iPod is for individual runners — but the real 
magic lies in its ability to work with teams of cyclists, allowing them to communicate with each other in transit…

One reader took issue with the concept that Apple is actually innovating 
in the bicycling space. Cyclists know that what is being proposed [by Apple] is nothing more than what is already 
being done, indeed the whole ‘ibike’ name is already actively in use by another company that measures wattage 
of a user. In addition to this, [Team] HTC and Google have already been doing the team components of this in the 
last Tour de France [Google's MyTracks app for Android was used see the riders exact locations and real-time 
telemetry data.] And last but not least, you have applications on the Android or IPhone such as Runkeeper and 
Sportypal that do wonderful jobs at providing all sorts of statistics in real time of a person’s journey on a bicycle. 
There is plenty of prior use already out there, the fact Apple have been given this patent is offensive and will do 
nothing but stifle an already very active component of the cycling market Whoa! At least the CEO of Velocomp LLP 
was civil in his response: We totally agree with you that an iPhone-based bike computer and power meter is a 
great idea.  We started working on one about a year ago and have just started shipping the iBike Dash-an iPhone 
and iPod touch bike computer that does 99.9% of the cool things you described in your article (everything except

Google Leads, You Pedal

I HAD the route mapped out in my mind. I would bike from the Lower East Side of Manhattan, hit the taco trucks 
along the ball fields of Red Hook, Brooklyn, cruise through Prospect Park over to Brighton Beach for a quick dip, 
then hypotenuse it back to a bar in Williamsburg to watch the World Cup finals. Out of curiosity, I consulted 
Google Maps’s new bike software on my computer, to see if its brainy algorithm would match my battle-tested 
sense of directions. It did, for the most part, but for a few snags: It sent me the wrong way on Smith Street in 
Brooklyn, then diverted me away from Prospect Park — the borough’s best piece of biking real estate — and on 
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the way back, like an overprotective concierge, it steered me away from the rough parts of Bedford Stuyvesant 
(normally I would have just bombed up Bedford Avenue). Still, not bad for a piece of software created by some 
techie thousands of miles away. “It’s still an experiment of sorts,” said Dave Barth, a product manager at Google 
Maps in Seattle. “We launched the bike maps without complete coverage because of the passion we were hearing 
among cyclists on the Internet.” The beta version for bicyclists is just a few months old, but it is already reshaping 
how bike enthusiasts travel. Spanning more than 200 cities nationwide — and with plans to roll out bicycle routes 
internationally — Google Maps relies on a mash-up of data, from publicly available sources like bike maps to user-
generated information. It joins a host of other bike-mapping Web sites, from Bikely, which lets people share 
routes in cities around the world, to Ride the City, a geowiki (or self-editing map) app, available in 10 cities 
(including New York, Boston, San Francisco and Toronto) that allows users to edit their routes as they ride, to 
MapMyRide, which is geared more toward fitness training and logging workouts. But the one with the most 
potential — and the most buzz among bikers — is Google’s. There are three kinds of routes highlighted on its 
maps: bike-only trails (dark green), dedicated bicycle lanes (light green) and bike-friendly roads but with no 
separate lanes (dashed green). The algorithm factors in variables besides bike lanes, like confusing intersections, 
steep hills or busy streets, before spitting out the “best” route. The software includes more than 12,000 miles of
