MORPC Seeks Comments on Draft Changes to Federal-Aid Highway System Functional Classifications for I-70/I-
71 Project and Town-Rich Street Bridge 
(Columbus – August 18. 2010)  The Mid-Ohio Regional Planning Commission (MORPC) is proposing changes to the 
Federal-aid Highway System functional classifications to add the planned I-70/I-71 collector-distributor roads in 
downtown Columbus.  This will allow the streets to be eligible for federal funding as modifications to them are 
made as part of the Ohio Department of Transportation’s I-70/I-71 project and for future rehabilitation of them. 
The collector-distributor streets will link the freeway system with downtown Columbus and nearby 
neighborhoods. MORPC is also proposing a change to include the new Town-Rich Street Bridge over the Scioto 
River. 
 
The Federal-aid Highway System identifies streets and highways that are eligible for federal highway improvement 
funds and also classifies streets as to their importance within the roadway network.  The streets MORPC is 
recommending for change include the Town-Rich Street Bridge, Mound, Fulton, E. Rich, E. Town, S. Fourth and S. 
Third streets; Parsons, Hamilton, S. Grant, S. Washington, and E. Livingston avenues; also, Lester Drive (and new 
extension to Spring Street), Also, a new northbound street on the east side of I-71 (dubbed “Elijah Pierce Avenue” 
by ODOT) will be included.     
 
“These changes will allow ODOT and the City of Columbus to apply for federal transportation funds to build the 
traffic distribution system between I-70, I-71, and the downtown area.  It will also allow these funds to be used to 
improve bicycle and pedestrian access, landscaping and other amenities along these streets,” states Robert 
Lawler, MORPC Director of Transportation. 
 
A map of the proposed changes is available for public review and comment on the MORPC website at 
www.morpc.org.  MORPC will accept public comments on the reclassifications through September 10, 2010 with 
submission to the Policy Committee for adoption scheduled in October.

4,047 riders join tour to show solidarity with, remember loved ones

Last year, she rode to give her aunt strength during cancer treatment. This year, she rode to honor her memory. 
Riding among 4,047 cyclists in the Pelotonia Tour for cancer research yesterday, Christina Christian wore a yellow 
jersey emblazoned on the back with the name of her aunt Cindie, who died Wednesday after a yearlong struggle 
with ovarian cancer. Christian rode the same 100-mile route she signed up for last year after her aunt's cancer 
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was diagnosed. Throughout her training and her aunt's treatment, they talked about their bad days, sharing their 
trials. "I wanted to give her some strength and motivation," said Christian, of Grandview. She was one of many 
cyclists yesterday riding in support of friends and family members affected by cancer.

After months of training, thousands of cyclists and took the first pedals of the second Pelotonia Tour for cancer 
research this morning. The mass of cyclists, expected to exceed 4,000 riders, departed Columbus at 7 a.m., taking 
one of four routes between the city and Athens.

EVEN WITHOUT a thousand riders from a single company, the increase in the number for this year’s Pelotonia 
bicycle tour would be impressive: about 3,000, up from 2,265 in last year’s inaugural event. But an extraordinary 
commitment on the part of Huntington National Bank has beefed up this year’s event impressively: Huntington 
decided to recruit at least 1,000 of its own employees and relatives to ride, pushing this year’s tour total to 4,000 
or more. Huntington also will donate $2.5 million to underwrite expenses for the tour for the next five years. 
Same-sized pledges by former NetJets executive Richard Santulli and Limited Brands, which also recruited more 
than 300 riders, will help keep Pelotonia riding in style.

Covering this year's Pelotonia bike tour has been a lesson in continuous inspiration for me. I'm guessing you have 
at least a passing familiarity with Pelotonia, given its tendency to be mentioned all throughout Central Ohio. But 
the ultra-condensed version is that it is a massive bike ride from Columbus to Athens, to raise money for Ohio 
State University's James Cancer Hospital. The event itself is Friday through Sunday, Aug. 20-22. There are plenty of 
reasons why Pelotonia has become such a big screaming deal here in Central Ohio. We have plenty of walks, runs 
and other athletic activities set up to benefit disease-fighting efforts, but rare is the 5K that generates as much 
chatter as Pelotonia. It's been trumpeted by a lot of local community leaders, many of whom are actively 
participating in it. It benefits a local cancer hospital instead of a national-level nonprofit, which might give 
contributors a better sense of where their money is going. It probably helps that it's a big bike event in a city 
that's trying desperately to promote itself as extremely bike-friendly. And it can't hurt that none of the money 
raised goes to expenses -- 100 percent goes to the James. And then there are the raw results. To give you some 
idea as to how successful Pelotonia has been, it raised $4.5 million last year with 2,300 riders, and the number of 
riders this year will probably surpass 4,000. If the average rider raises as much this year as the average rider raised 
last year, the end total would be about $7.8 million. That's a lot of money. And that much money generates a lot 
of hype. Combine that with the powerful people supporting Pelotonia here in Columbus, and you've got a pretty 
solid formula for a lasting and well-known event…

Canal Winchester Village Council got a first look at phase two improvements for Gender Road during a public 
hearing for the project Monday evening. About half of the $4-million to $4.5-million project cost will be covered 
by a $2.1-million Ohio Department of Transportation grant the village received last year. In collaboration with the 
city of Columbus, Canal Winchester is hoping to secure an Ohio Public Works Commission grant for the remainder 
of the costs. EMH&T engineer Steve Farst said the application will be filed by Sept. 7 and Canal Winchester 
officials should know by December if it is approved. If so, project design would start in 2011. "We are looking at 
starting the project in late winter or early spring of 2012, with a project completion of 2012 or early 2013," he 
said. However, he said phase two of the improvements won't be done unless grant money is available. Plans for 
phase two call for increasing the number of lanes on Gender Road from four to five from state Route 33 to 
Winchester Boulevard and going from two lanes to three lanes in Columbus to add a center turn lane. In addition 
to the center turn lane, the city of Columbus will widen the paved shoulder to accommodate bike traffic, Farst 
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said… Councilman James Wynkoop asked about plans for pedestrian access. Farst said the project includes plans 
to widen the shoulder of the road for bicyclists but no plans for a separate bike path. There are no sidewalks along 
Gender Road south of Winchester Park, he said. Councilwoman Bobbie Mershon was interested in seeing 
sidewalks added for children who walk to school. Canal Winchester public works director Matt Peoples said 
engineers considered adding sidewalks but don't want children walking to school because of the Route 33 access 
ramp. Mershon later told ThisWeek that developers are building housing north of state Route 33 and Columbus is 
installing sidewalks in that area.

Multi-use trail in Civic Park nearly done

Construction of a multi-use trail in Civic Park should be completed by the end of September, according to 
Reynoldsburg Parks and Recreation Department director Jason Shamblin. Work on the project began in June and 
was delayed somewhat because of a wetter than normal July.

Trustees: Grants needed for Waggoner sidewalks

Waggoner Road was once little more than a rural route between East Broad Street and East Main Street and 
didn't have much need for sidewalks. But while development along Waggoner in the past few years has included 
the construction of homes, businesses and churches, sidewalks exist only in some spots. Jennifer Williamson, a 
resident in the Park at Waggoner subdivision, is concerned about pedestrian safety along Waggoner Road. She 
wants to know when sidewalks will be built along the portions of the road that don't have any now. "My main 
concern is that there aren't any sidewalks," she said. "It's not usually adults I see walking along Waggoner Road, 
it's usually kids. "Waggoner Road between East Main and East Broad streets has four schools, three churches and 
two day care centers yet only the first half mile or so, and the last quarter-mile of Waggoner, has a sidewalk," she 
said. Waggoner Road stretches almost two miles with roughly 4,000 feet in the city of Reynoldsburg, 6,000 feet in 
Truro Township, and a small portion in Jefferson Township. Trustee Dennis Nicodemus said Truro Township is 
beginning to work with Franklin County engineers on possible plans to install sidewalks along the township 
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portion of Waggoner Road and other road improvements throughout the township…

District puts busing changes on hold

It's less than two weeks until the start of school. Do you know where your student's school bus is? The 
Pickerington Local School District reversed course this week after deciding to eliminate noon bus services for 
kindergartners living within a mile of their respective schools, as well as busing for some elementary and middle 
school students living in "walk zones." Responding at least in part to complaints from parents who received notice 
of the changes via letters mailed on Aug. 13, the district has decided to reconsider the moves. Now, with school 
scheduled to start Aug. 30, district officials are scrambling to determine if they'll follow through with the cost-
cutting measures that appeared to be in place following the Pickerington Board of Education's Aug. 9 meeting. 
"It's kind of totally in a state of flux right now," Dave Decsman, the district's transportation consultant, said on 
Tuesday, Aug. 17. "All these recommendations are being revisited at this point." He said he hoped the situation 
would be resolved before the school board's Aug. 23 meeting. "We still have an obligation to notify the 
community," he said. "We may be in a position there where we tell the board, 'This is what we're going to do.'" As 
of Aug. 13, the district was set to eliminate noon bus service for kindergartners living within the walk zones — 
defined by the state of Ohio as a one-mile radius from the school students attend. The move was supposed to 
save the district $20,000 to $40,000 in the 2010-11 school year. Additionally, the district planned to delete bus 
service for Pickerington Elementary students living in the Knightsbridge and George's Creek subdivisions, and for 
students on Losey Drive. The reason was because those students now can use sidewalks constructed along Diley 
Road last year, Decsman said. In addition, service was to be deleted for Violet Elementary students living on the 
west end of Brookside Drive because there now are continuous sidewalks to the school and all other students in 
the Melrose subdivision currently walk to school, Decsman said. Bus service was also on the chopping block for 
Diley Middle School students in the Knightsbridge and Fox Glen East subdivisions, and to one or to two homes on 
the north end of the Villages at Sycamore Creek. Service to students living along the east side of Diley Road 
between the railroad tracks and the district boundary also was to be cut because those students also could use 
Diley Road sidewalks. "We got consumer complaints, and budgetary issues also are part of the reason we're 
revisiting this," Decsman said. "Right now, we can't say we have a lot of definitive information. "We want to 
resolve this just as soon as possible."

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Big Walnut schools trim busing 
Setting 1-mile radius expected to save $244K

More than 400 students in the Big Walnut school district will have to find their own way to school come 
Wednesday. In an effort to save nearly $250,000, school officials scaled back busing to only students living a mile 
or farther from their schools, said district transportation supervisor Jodie Clark, adding that the policy was 
recommended by state education officials. Last year, the district offered busing to all of its 3,000 students. By 
taking seven of its 25 buses off the road, the district will save $244,000 through driver salaries and lower 
insurance costs, Clark said. The district looked for cost savings after voters rejected property-tax issues in 
November and May. “I think folks understand,” Clark said. “For the most part, people understand the economic 
times are bad for everybody.” Parents picking up schedules at Big Walnut Middle School this past Wednesday said 
they would work around the change but hoped that cutbacks this year might influence voters in the future.  “I 
think the people need to start feeling the cuts, so people do something about it,” said Dana Stark, who has 
children in both the middle and high schools. Cindy Rubcich said she doesn’t oppose having students walk, 
although she’ll most likely drive her own kids in middle and high school. But she added that the decision to reduce 
busing could have been avoided. “If they passed the levy, we wouldn’t have to worry about it…”

It has never been easy to safely navigate the streets of New York, where automobiles zip inches away from 
smartphone-toting pedestrians and the footrace across an intersection has been compared to a game of human 
Frogger.  But a report released Monday by the city’s transportation planners offers unique insight into the 
precarious life on the city’s streets, pinpointing where, when and why pedestrian accidents have most often 
occurred. The study confirms some of the century-old assumptions about transportation in the country’s biggest 
city — yet undercuts others.  Taxis, it turns out, were no careering menace: cabs — as well as buses and trucks — 
accounted for far fewer pedestrian accidents in Manhattan than did other privately owned vehicles. Jaywalkers, 
while involved in fewer collisions than their law-abiding counterparts who waited for the “walk” sign, were more 
likely to be killed or seriously hurt.  And one discovery could permanently upend one of the uglier stereotypes of 
the motoring world: in 80 percent of city accidents that resulted in a pedestrian’s death or serious injury, a male 
driver was behind the wheel. (Fifty-seven percent of New York City vehicles are registered to men.)  The study, 
which the city’s Transportation Department described as the most ambitious of its kind by an American city, 
examined more than 7,000 crashes that occurred in New York City from 2002 to 2006 and that resulted in the 
death or serious injury of at least one pedestrian.  Equal parts safety manual and urban portrait, the report offers 
a macabre and revealing look at the boroughs, avenues, and times of day that were most hazardous to 
pedestrians and motorists alike.  “This is the Rosetta Stone for safety on the streets of New York,” said Janette 
Sadik-Khan, the transportation commissioner.  The findings could also become a tool for the Bloomberg 
administration to extend its re-engineering of the city’s street grid, which it says saves lives. Those changes, which 
have angered many drivers, include barring vehicles from major avenues and replacing hundreds of parking

A Champion Against Cancer, Now Under Siege

AUSTIN, Tex. — Barry Bonds. Marion Jones. Alex Rodriguez. Roger Clemens. There is no shortage of athletes who 
have fallen from grace, their achievements on the playing field and their public stature compromised by 
accusations of cheating or revelations of criminal or otherwise repugnant behavior. The case of Lance Armstrong 
is far more complex. Having survived testicular cancer that metastasized to his lungs and his brain, Mr. Armstrong 
— who went on to win a record seven Tour de France titles — has become a powerful symbol of the possibilities 
of life after the disease. He has also become a world-class philanthropist, his Livestrong foundation doling out $31 
million last year on behalf of cancer patients. But now that he and his former team are subjects of a federal 
investigation into doping activities, those in the interdependent circles of his world are concerned that the inquiry 
will tarnish or erode all he has built. “There are just so many unknowns at this point,” Doug Ulman, the chief 
executive of Livestrong and a cancer survivor, said in an interview at the foundation’s airy new headquarters here. 
“That’s the most frustrating thing.” To Dr. John R. Seffrin, the chief executive of the American Cancer Society, the 
investigation should be irrelevant. Whatever Mr. Armstrong’s transgressions as an athlete, he said, they pale in 
comparison with the good he has done. “Lance Armstrong has done more to destigmatize cancer than anyone,” 
Dr. Seffrin said. Few would dispute that Mr. Armstrong is a splendid athlete, gifted and dedicated, or that he is a 
magnificent publicist for his cause. Since 2004, when Livestrong and its corporate partner Nike gave the world the 
yellow bracelet to signify that the wearer had been touched by cancer, more than 70 million have been 
distributed. But his competitive side is also compelling. A power-wielding, polarizing figure in cycling, Mr. 
Armstrong, who turns 39 next month, has a reputation for being a brutal competitor and an aggressive self-
promoter. A day after spending three weeks as his teammate at the 2009 Tour, the winner, Alberto Contador, 
who has supplanted Mr. Armstrong as the world’s best rider, said in Spanish: “He is a great rider and did a great 
Tour. Another thing is on a personal level, where I have never admired him and never will.”
