To better understand pedestrian and bicycle traffic trends in the region, and to address the lack of consistent data
about these modes of travel, MORPC has partnered with the Institute of Transportation Engineers in conducting
ongoing pedestrian and bicycle counts in the region. With the help of volunteers like you, we are continuing our
participation in the pedestrian and bicycle traffic count program. This is part of a national effort. Similar counts
have been performed in many different communities nationwide.

While various automatic counting technologies exist, manual counting is still
the source of the most detailed data.

Dustin White is a transportation planner at the San Francisco Municipal Transportation Agency (SFMTA) with
seven years of experience. The SFMTA is responsible for all surface transportation in San Francisco, including the
planning, design and operation of the public transit system (Muni) and multi-modal street operations. Mr. White
began at the SFMTA designing on-street bicycle improvement projects and overseeing a comprehensive update of
the city's bicycle plan. He is currently managing the Transit Effectiveness Project, a comprehensive review of the
Muni system aimed at making transit more reliable, faster and more efficient. Muni is the seventh largest public
transit system in the U.S., carrying about 700,000 daily passengers.

ODNR Approves Clean Ohio Funding to Expand Trail Projects

COLUMBUS, OH ¢ The Ohio Department of Natural Resources (ODNR), which administers the Clean Ohio Trails
Fund, has approved grant proposals for trail projects across the state that will help develop and revitalize
communities.

The Clean Ohio Trails Fund is one of four components of the Clean Ohio Fund, which restores, protects and
connects Ohio's natural and urban places. Ohioans approved the establishment of the $400 million bond program
in 2000 and it was a critical component of the 2008 Ohio Bipartisan Job Stimulus Plan. An extension of the Clean
Ohio Fund was overwhelmingly accepted at the ballot in 2008.

ODNR awarded 30 Clean Ohio Trails Fund grants for community projects that will build and maintain
infrastructure that allows citizens to conveniently connect to nature. These projects will complete regional trail
systems and connects to statewide trails, link population centers with outdoor recreation areas and facilities,
preserve natural corridors, and link urban areas to support commuter access and provide economic benefits. The
investments help facilitate travel, enhance educational opportunities and provide safe, scenic areas where
Ohioans can hike, bike or run and build healthy lifestyles.

Grants totaling $8.29 million will support projects which improve outdoor recreational opportunities for Ohioans,
which are expected to cost as much as $20.89 million. This funding will be used to develop 35.82 miles of new
trails, construct four bridges, 2.31 miles of bike lanes, and acquire more than 50 miles of abandon railroad and
greenway corridors. Grant recipients, listed at www.ohiodnr.com, will provide a 25 percent local match for their
projects.

To date, the Clean Ohio Trail Fund has dedicated more than $39 million to provide thousands of Ohioans with
better access to recreational opportunities through the creation of more than 263 miles of trails and the
acquisition of 94 miles of abandoned railroad and greenway corridors.

ODNR Approves Grants To Fund Trail Improvements
COLUMBUS - The Ohio Department of Natural Resources (ODNR), Division of Parks and Recreation will provide
grant funding to 20 organizations that will develop and improve trails throughout the state.
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ODNR has approved projects totaling $1.36 million for the Fiscal Year 2010 Recreational Trails Program Non-
Motorized Grants. All of the projects are associated with a regional or statewide trail system, which will be used to
develop 15.186 miles of new trail, 28.3 miles of existing trail restoration, two observation decks, two Americans
with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliant trailheads, and the acquisition of .684 acres of greenway corridors.

Due to limited funding available for non-motorized recreation, a $150,000 ceiling was established for individual
awards.

Four motorized projects were also approved for funding out of the 2010 Recreational Trails Program. Funding for
these projects total $513,633, which will be used to construct and maintain motorized recreational trails in the
Wayne National Forest and various state forests managed by ODNR.

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Pelotonia in Groveport - UPDATED

An inspiring sight of whirring wheels, pumping legs, and smiling faces could be seen on Main Street Aug. 21 as
more than 4,000 bicyclists in the Pelotonia cycling tour pedaled through Groveport. Pelotonia is a grassroots
bicycle tour that raises money to help fight cancer. Cyclists chose one of four rides: 23 miles from Columbus to
Groveport; 43 miles to Amanda; 102 miles to Athens; or 180 miles to Athens returning to end at Slate Run Metro
Park. People lined Main Street holding up banners, applauding the riders, and calling out, "Thank you!" and "You
can do it!" to encourage the cyclists. The cyclists responded with smiles and waves. "This is the best town on the
whole route," called out one cyclist to the Groveport supporters. "l love your town! It's so pretty," said another
rider as she whooshed past. The cyclists rode many different kinds of bicycles from recumbents to racing bikes to
tandems to cruising bikes. The riders were men and women of all ages and there were even a few kids. Some rode
swiftly in tightly packed groups. Others skimmed along at a leisurely pace. Some wore brightly colored cycling

Family, bicyclists bid farewell to fallen Pelotonia rider

Michelle Kazlausky knew there was more riding on the Pelotonia Tour than the few hundred dollars she hoped to
raise to fight cancer. "l am riding for hope and | am riding because others can't. | struggle every day looking for
ways to make a difference," the 57-year-old Reynoldsburg woman wrote for a profile she never got around to
posting on the Pelotonia website. Kazlausky, known as "Shelli" to friends and family members, said she was riding
to honor the memory of her mother, Florence Richert, who survived cancer to see the birth of 14 grandchildren;
for a co-worker battling breast cancer; and for two lost friends "whose lives touched mine in ways they never
knew."

Cyclists invited to ride in Kazlausky funeral procession

As Michelle Kazlausky's family and friends prepare for her funeral on Saturday, contributions in her name
continue to be posted to a website she set up prior to her Pelotonia ride. As of Tuesday, those pledges to be used
for cancer research amounted to more than $18,000. Plans for the funeral include an invitation to cyclists to meet
at St. Pius X Catholic Church, 1051 S. Waggoner Road, Reynoldsburg, following the 10 a.m. service and cycle to
Holy Cross Cemetery on National Road, where she will be interred. Kazlausky T known as Shelli T was struck and
killed Aug. 21 during the Columbus-to-Athens leg of the Pelotonia Tour. The 57-year-old medical technician was
cycling east on state Route 374 through Hocking County when a pickup-truck driver failed to heed the directions
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from a State Highway Patrol trooper who was directing traffic at the intersection with state Route 180. Ervin
Blackston, 57, of Rockbridge, swerved but struck Kazlausky, who also tried to avoid a collision. She was
pronounced dead at Hocking Valley Community Hospital. A news release from the patrol said a preliminary
investigation found that Blackston's brakes might have malfunctioned. As Pelotonia riders returning from Athens
on Aug. 22 crossed the finish line at Slate Run Metro Park in Pickaway County, their satisfaction at completing the
180-mile ride was mixed with heartache. "It could have been any of us," Brian Biernat said, his eyes welling with

Cyclists will ride in memory of fallen Pelotonia participant

Friends and community members are remembering a Reynoldsburg resident who lost her life while participating
in Pelotonia. Michelle "Shelli" Ann Kazlausky, 57, died Saturday, Aug. 20 after a pick-up truck struck her on the
route in Hocking County. Although Kazlausky was taken to Hocking Valley Community Hospital in Logan, it was
later determined she died at the scene, according to her brother-in-law, Jack Koelbl. Since Saturday, Koelbl said
his family has received an enormous amount of support from Pelotonia cyclists and others. "We're kind of
overwhelmed by the support from Pelotonia and cyclists from all around the country," he said. Kazlausky's online
profile on the event's website, pelotonia.org, shows $25 had been donated to her fundraising account before the
race. After her death, hundreds of contributors had raised more than $19,000, and Kazlausky's family has asked
that, in lieu of flowers, donations be made to that account. "This was her final endeavor and one of the best
things that she's ever done as far as going after a goal and really completing it. That was part of the reason we
wanted people to donate to Pelotonia, rather than send flowers," Koelbl said. "That's what this whole thing
precipitated from, and if people want to honor her, that's the best way to do it," he said. Kazlausky will be
remembered as an avid camper and cyclist, he said. She graduated from Mount Vernon High School and later,
Ohio State University. She worked as a medical technologist in the Ohio State University Hospital East oncology
floX ¢2 R2YIl { Sototi@fundfdisihgtadcodnd Jisd gelatonia.&g and search "Kazlausky" with a
rider identification number of 62483.

Friends and strangers remembered Michelle Kazlausky, who died during Pelotonia in Hocking County after an
accident. Michelle Kazlausky's rider profile page on the Pelotonia Web site shows friends and strangers donating
to her ride, even after her death Saturday. Kazlausky was killed, as the result of a motor vehicle accident along
the bike route in Hocking County, when a pick-up truck failed to stop at the intersection of State Route 180 and
state Route 374. Stephanie Barringer worked with Kazlausky for ten years at University Hospital East,

where Kazlausky was a technologist. "It hasn't fully sunk in. It's definitely going to be a challenge. Of course,
after so long you expect to see the same people day after day. And one of our oldest employees not being there,
somebody we admired and counted on, it's going to be very difficult," Barringer said. Fellow riders and strangers
left messages of sympathy and prayer on Kazlausky's Pelotonia profile page. Some say, "Rest in Peace." Others
say, "l wish | could have met you." Barringer said Kazlausky had a bike wheel in the break room at work with notes
and cards about people she knew who had been affected by cancer. Pelotonia is a grassroots bike tour that
fundraises for research to end cancer. The Ohio State Highway Patrol is still investigating the accident that killed
Kazlausky. Troopers are looking at the brake system of the pick-up truck involved to see if it malfunctioned. For
more information on how to donate to Kazlausky's ride, see Related Links above.

Michelle Kazlausky's death was tragic, but her effort will live on

When more than 4,000 bicycle riders set out at 7 a.m. on Saturday to raise money for cancer research, they were
intent on saving lives. But before the day was out, one of them, Michelle Kazlausky, would lose hers. At a
crossroads in Hocking County, a pickup truck drove into the intersection and struck her. It is a cruel and terrible
blow for Kazlausky's family and friends and for the thousands of riders in the Pelotonia fundraiser who set out
with her that morning. Every rider knows that sharing the road with motor vehicles entails risk, but since the
fundraiser's inception last year, Pelotonia officials and law enforcement have worked to make the event as safe as
possible. Law officers serve all along the route to help riders and motorists avoid problems. Pelotonia founder
Tom Lennox's final advice to riders as the event began Saturday morning was to be safe. What went wrong in
Kazlausky's case is under investigation. Kazlausky, a Reynoldsburg resident and a medical technician at University
Hospital East, had seen cancer close up and wanted to do more to combat it. So at age 57, she decided to take
part in Pelotonia. Not for her the 23-mile or 43-mile routes. She chose the 100-mile route that went all the way to
Athens. It was a sign of her commitment to the cause. Like all riders, Kazlausky solicited friends and family to
sponsor her ride, with the money earmarked for cancer research at the Ohio State University Comprehensive
Cancer Center, s KA OK Ay Of dzZRSa (KS !

Kazlausky paid too high a price for the cause she supported, but her effort will ripple into the future through the
example she set and the research that she made possible.

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MORPC offers plan to reclassify roads, get federal cash

An effort to reclassify streets in and around the Interstate 70/71 split will help ensure those streets are eligible for
federal funding for maintenance in the future, officials say.

The Federal-aid Highway System identifies streets and their importance, in order to determine which are available
to receive federal funding. To that end, the Mid-Ohio Regional Planning Commission has proposed changes to
some of local street classifications. This would help make sure the streets remain eligible for federal funding, for
modifications that might be made throughout the 1-70/71 split project and for maintenance after it is complete.
"It makes clear that the streets are eligible for federal transportation funds," said MORPC Assistant Transportation
Director Nick Gill. "The second part is to clarify their importance in the overall system." MORPC's plan would add
classifications for new streets: several expected to be built or extended as part of the 1-70/71 split project, and the
new Town Street-Rich Street bridge on the west side of downtown Columbus. Once the streets are properly
classified, the city of Columbus and the Ohio Department of Transportation will be able to apply for federal
transportation funds to build the traffic distribution system between the freeway and downtown Columbus. Such
funds also could be used to improve amenities, landscaping and bicycle and pedestrian access.

"After this project is done ... it's on the federal system ... so it's available for maintenance funds," said Gill. It also
ensures that no one at ODOT or the city of Columbus will be hit with any "surprises" decades down the line, if
they apply for federal funding for maintenance, said Gill. Roadways are classified in categories in order of traffic
volume: freeways, principal arterials, minor arterials, collectors and local streets. The proposed classification
changes would:

New trail gives students safe route to two schools

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Students who attend Buckeye Woods Elementary School and Jackson Middle School got a welcome-back-to-
school gift last week from Grove City's parks and recreation department. The city formally opened a 1,000-foot
section of multi-purpose trail on Holton Road for bicyclists and walkers. The trail now connects Hoover Road to
Buckeye Parkway and serves Creekside Park. Parks and recreation director Kim Conrad estimates 700 to 900
households in the Creekside and Meadowgrove subdivisions nearby will be the most likely to appreciate the trail.
The adjoining multi-use trail was built by M/l Homes as it was building homes there in the late 1990s and early
2000s. Three homeowners didn't want the trail on their yards, so the trail wasn't continuous. Since then, the area
was annexed into Grove City and many more new homes have been built. Those using the trail then faced a
detour onto heavily trafficked Holton Road or traversed lawns where the trail hadn't been built, Conrad said. The
city has since obtained right of way from current homeowners there to close the gap. South-Western City Schools
resumed classes Aug. 25, making it timely for students heading back to class. "This will give safe routes to Buckeye
Woods Elementary School and Jackson Middle School," Conrad said. City and school officials celebrated the
opening Aug. 19 with a bike rodeo and other festivities at the elementary school. "We are continually working to
improve the connectivity of our trail system throughout Grove City," said mayor Richard "lke" Stage. "The Holton
Road connector is an important part of the plan to make our city the most walkable, safe and bike-able city in the

'Walk zone' students to be eligible for busing

Pickerington elementary and middle school students who live within designated "walk zones" will be eligible for
busing from the district at the outset of this school year. Over the past two weeks, Pickerington school district
officials developed a plan to save at least $20,000 by eliminating bus services to some kindergartners, elementary
and middle school students, but parent concerns and staffing constraints forced them to rescind the strategy and
go back to the drawing board. Now, with the 2010-11 school year set to start Aug. 30, school officials have
informed parents busing will be available to all kindergarten, elementary and middle school students, even if they
live within one-mile radiuses T or "walk zones" T of their schools. "The eligibility for transportation will be
unchanged," said Dave Decsman, transportation consultant for the Pickerington Local School District. "All the kids
who had bus service last year will have it again this year." That will include noon kindergarten bus service for
students living within the walk zones of their respective schools.

On Aug. 9, Decsman informed the Pickerington Board of Education of a plan to eliminate noon bus service for
walk-zone kindergartners this school year. The move, he said, would save the district between $20,000 and
$40,000 because the district would save fuel and other transportation costs. Additionally, the district planned to
cut all busing to students at Diley Middle School, Pickerington Elementary and Violet Elementary who lived within

District officials back off from cutting school bus routes

Friday, Aug. 20, the Pickerington Local School District informed parents the district's bus routes would remain the
same as last year's. The news came as a relief to many families who one week earlier had received letters
informing them bus service for their children would be eliminated. Community members expressed their
gratitude for the reinstated routes on the district's "We are Pickerington" Facebook page. "Props to those who
recognized a bad decision and made it right," Mark Youngkin posted. To save money, the district had proposed
ending bus service for: * All district kindergarten students at noon. * Fifth- and sixth-graders living east of Diley
Road within a one-mile radius of Diley Middle School.

Brookside Drive. The move would have eliminated the need for two buses at a cost of $10,000 each. Once the
school year began, and routes consolidated, the district could have saved even more, said Dave Decsman, district
transportation consultant. Angry parents had contacted the district, local media and Pickerington Mayor Mitch
O'Brien to express concerns. Families in Knightsbridge and George's Creek feared for their children whom the
district expected to cross the 45-mph, five-lane Diley Road without a school zone signal. Decsman said that safety
concerns for children crossing Diley Road and Long Road ultimately led to the district reinstating the bus routes.
Plans to station either a police officer or a school staff member at the intersection as a crossing guard could not
be arranged. "We were going to have a guard," Decsman said. "Students were definitely not expected to cross

ODOT reminds about back-to-school dangers
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CHILLICOTHE -- As students head back to class this week, motorists have to adjust to traffic concerns they haven't
had to deal with for nearly three months. In light of a new statewide safety analysis showing an average of 10
crashes involving buses each school day, the Ohio Department of Transportation is asking drivers to remember
the ABCs of driving -- "Always Be Cautious" -- during this back-to-school season. A recent analysis by ODOT's
safety experts revealed 1,856 crashes involving school buses last year. With most schools in session 182 days, that
averages out to about 10 crashes involving a bus each school day. During the 2009-10 school year, bus-related
crashes led to 760 injuries and three fatalities. There were also several non-bus crashes in designated school
zones, with 283 total crashes across the state. Those accidents -- often involving cars running into each other or
fixed objects -- resulted in 103 injuries. ODOT's safety analysis shows that driver inattention -- including following
too close, failure to control, and failure to yield -- is the leading cause of these crashes. Here are some basic back-
to-school safety tips for drivers:

For city's students, change is afoot

New maps, fewer buses mark return to classes

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A new school year always brings changes, but that's particularly true this year. Students returning to Columbus
City Schools this week will be experiencing a reshuffling of buildings and schedules and major changes to bus
routes. Thousands of high-school students will face longer walks from their homes to bus stops; about 3,600 will
attend new schools because nine schools closed at the end of last year; and more than 8,300 received letters that
their home school had changed because of new assignment boundaries. Most from that group chose to be
grandfathered into their current building until they reach the last grade. On top of that, three new district schools
will open. Lindsay Hill, 17, a senior at Marion-Franklin High School on the South Side, said she will have to start
walking to her bus stop probably about 40 minutes earlier this school year. The district eliminated about 90
percent of its bus stops for high-school students; last school year, it had almost 1,500. Instead of walking to the
corner or the end of the street to catch a bus, high-schoolers must walk to the nearest open district school. Many
will be leaving before 6 a.m. to make it to school - morning bus routes average about 55 minutes, and school
starts at 7:30 a.m. "There's no sidewalks until | get almost there," Hill said of her new walk in a South Side

Council: Crossing guards cite safety, plead to keep jobs
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CHILLICOTHE -- City crossing guards pleaded with city officials to keep their jobs Monday night, citing concern over

student safety at dangerous city intersections.
