May 2010 Bike/Ped Count Results Announced

On May 12, 2010, for the 12th time in 6 consecutive years, MORPC organized volunteers to tally pedestrians,
bicyclists, mobility aid users, and other non-motor-vehicle traffic at various locations in central Ohio. For the first
time since this data collection began, communities in central Ohio organized their own counts independently of
the MORPC effort. These communities included the cities of Dublin, Pickerington, and Westerville, and the Olde
Towne East neighborhood of Columbus. In addition, some new locations were added, and two new variables were
recorded for bicyclists: (1) gender and (2) whether they were riding on the sidewalk or the street. The report
contains a detailed overview of the count results.

Boy killed in crash remembered for his smile

FRANKLIN TOWNSHIP -- One of the things Roberta Newlon loved about her son, Dakota Farrow, was his big smile.
"He always had a smile on his face," she said. "It was really beautiful." Just five days after he started sixth grade at
Licking Valley Middle School, Dakota, 11, died Friday night after he ran into the side of a truck with his bicycle. At
around 3:30 p.m. Friday, Dakota was riding his bike down a hill near Mount Carmel Church on Brownsville Road,
just south of Blue Jay Road, according to an Ohio Highway Patrol news release. He hit a gravel driveway, lost
control of his bike and struck the passenger side of a Dodge Ram that was southbound on Brownsville Road.
Dakota was flown to Children's Hospital in Columbus, where he died around 9:30 p.m. Friday. The driver of the
Dodge, Daniel E. Archer, 59, of Hopewell, was not injured in the collision. Archer was wearing a seat belt, but
Dakota was not wearing a helmet. Authorities still are investigating the incident...

Most crosswalks in city as easy as touch of a button

This story is for anyone who has ever wondered why the crosswalk signal says "Don't Walk" when traffic is
stopped and the coast is clear. It's for anyone who has ever pushed the button at a crosswalk and wondered
whether it does any good. And it's for those who push it again and again and - take that! - again, in hopes of
making the light change even faster. Let's take the mystery out of crosswalk signals. Some across Columbus have
countdown timers that show exactly how many seconds you have left to walk. Some chirp to tell the blind when
it's safe to cross. Some display a red hand or a white pedestrian. Some read "Walk" or "Don't Walk." But all of the
crosswalk signals in Columbus come in two basic flavors: those with activation buttons (at about 850
intersections) and those without (at about 150). And plenty of intersections have buttons for crossing one way but
no buttons for the other. Matt McGaughey is a traffic-signal operations engineer for Columbus. His job is to time
the complex system of signals and balance the needs of pedestrians with those of drivers...

City clarifies ordinance on distracted driving, penalties

To the editor:

The city of Gahanna announced that it has increased the penalties for those cited for distracted driving under
Gahanna Ordinance 331.34: failure to control; weaving; full time and attention. Multiple offenses now will result
in increased penalties and levels of misdemeanors. Those who fear that simply having a non-alcoholic drink,
sandwich or any number of other items in a vehicle is prohibited and is cause enough for a police officer to make
a stop should know that's just not the case. Actions such as talking to passengers or drinking a non-alcoholic
beverage by themselves are not inherently dangerous and are not violations. It is only when a person is obviously
not in complete control of their vehicle (i.e. swerving, erratic maneuvers, etc.) that there is a problem. It is then
that a police officer would pull someone over. The ordinance has been around awhile. The recent change is an
increase of penalties from a minor misdemeanor to a fourth-degree misdemeanor. The ordinance addresses
driver behavior and safe operation of the vehicle. Like so many municipalities, the city of Gahanna has been
looking into a texting ban. The city administration and council had many discussions about how to define a ban,
how to keep up with technology, how to develop an ordinance that was enforceable and ultimately what the
purpose of any new ordinance would be. What everyone agrees on is that the goal is to find and stop drivers who
are operating their vehicles in an unsafe manor regardless of the reason. Texting is a dangerous activity, but so is,
for example, trying to read a newspaper while driving (which many people have seen others do, amazingly). The
ordinance is broad and enables the police to pull someone over based on their actions. Citing drivers for
distracted driving in Gahanna is nothing new. Between July 2009 and the end of June 2010, the Gahanna Police
Department issued 76 citations under this ordinance. Fifty-two were tickets that were given for simply
demonstrating a lack of full control of their vehicle. Mayor Becky Stinchcomb has been quoted as saying,
"Distracted driving can happen for a variety of reasons and is not limited to not only 'high-tech' distractions.
Eating a sandwich, putting on makeup, reading a novel, dealing with kids in the back seat, etc., can all be actions
which could cause a driver to not maintain proper control. This ordinance has given the city the flexibility to
prevent dangerous results regardless of the action." The police department explained to city council that this
ordinance, since it is not specific to only a few actions, allows for the flexibility to stay current with any technology
that could cause distracted driving. The new law will result in higher fines and penalties. The magistrate could
impose the maximum if he so decided. The maximum for a fourth-degree misdemeanor is a sentence of 30 days in
jail and/or a $250 fine. In practical terms, the city is not restricting drinking a bottle of water, talking to passengers
or any specific electronic devices. It simply says that when a driver shows that they do not have full control of
their vehicle when observed driving erratically and in an unsafe manner, they will be stopped. And we think that is
something everyone can agree to...

"We are running low on reserve grates, which could lead to large open holes along curbs and
corners." It is suspected the thieves are selling the grates for scrap metal, said George Zonders, spokesman for the
Public Utilities Division. The grates are made of cast iron, are 36 inches long and weigh about 100 pounds apiece.

Battelle to examine what curbs childhood obesity

This country is full of overweight and obese children, and of programs that aim to help. The trouble is, nobody has
systematically looked at whether all the money, time and discussion devoted to childhood-obesity prevention and
intervention is doing any good and what type of work seems to make the most difference. That's why the federal
government has given Battelle and its collaborators $23 million - and as much as $29.7 million by the end of the
five-year project - to study 300 U.S. communities. They'll take an in-depth look at 100 children in each of those
communities and analyze efforts to improve their health. It's an ambitious undertaking and a first-of-its-kind
attempt to better guide government and others looking for solutions to the nation's obesity problem, said
Howard Fishbein, principal investigator and health-research leader at Battelle. Fishbein will work with a team in
Columbus and with experts at the University of South Carolina, the University of Kansas and the University of
California, Berkeley. He said the best shot at making a difference in the rates of American children who are
overweight and obese is to find strategies that work with them. "Once we reach our 30s or 40s, it's difficult to
prevent disease," Fishbein said. The hope is that the findings will shape public-health practice and policy for many
years, helping assure that money and resources are used wisely, said Sonia Arteaga, program director in the
National Heart, Lung and Blood Institute's clinical-applications and prevention branch in the division of
cardiovascular sciences. The institute is part of the National Institutes of Health...

Bicycling advocacy organization opens office

Consider Consider Biking. The advocacy organization, which recently opened an office in Clintonville, traces its
origins to late 1990, when a small group of bicycling enthusiasts met to form the Central Ohio Bicycle Advocacy
Coalition, or COBAC. The name was changed to the softer, gentler Consider Biking about two years ago, around
the time executive director Jeff Stephens became the first full-time staff member. The rebranding, Stephens said
last week in Consider Biking's new headquarters at 4041 N. High St., was intended to dispel the notion that all
who advocate for cycling as a viable alternative to the automobile are "anti-car, green, granola-crunching zealots."
It was also, he said, meant to impart a message to the anti-car, green, granola-crunching zealots in the cycling
community. "Our constituency is every broad and diverse," Stephens said. "Sometimes people in the bicycling
community forget that." The mission statement of Consider Biking states that its purpose is simply "to get more
people bicycling in central Ohio." That means people who ride for fitness, to go on tours, to attack mountains, to
race, for recreation, because they're kids "and then this really growing segment of the utilitarian commuter
cyclists," said Stephens, who spent two decades in the nonprofit health industry before taking his current post in
March 2008. "I feel like our tagline is: ride bikes kind of cradle to grave," said Jody Dzuranin, operations manager
for Consider Biking and one of what is now a five-member staff. "We don't need to just use bicycles until we get
out driver's license at 16," she said.

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Major initiative of Consider Biking is more biking to work

The revolution will not be motorized. Employers in central Ohio are being asked to become part of the "active
transportation revolution" by encouraging more commuting to work on bicycles. Jeff Stephens, executive director
of Consider Biking, said that a "major grant" from the Columbus Foundation is helping to fund a major initiative of
the bicycling advocacy organization. Dubbed "2 by 2012," the goal is to have each resident of central Ohio use a
bicycle to get to work or school twice a month by the time Columbus celebrates its bicentennial. Achieving that
goal would "mean that Columbus is the greenest transportation city in the U.S.," according to a brochure on 2 by
2012 put out by Consider Biking. It will require, Stephens admitted, a major step up from the current levels of
bicycling to work and school. He said that right now only .7 percent of trips to work are made by bicycle. That
compares with about 8 percent in Portland, Ore., he said. The figure for the notoriously green city in the Great
Northwest is up from around 4 percent only seven or eight years ago, Stephens pointed out. "It's cultural, but it's
also a lot of infrastructure," he added, referring to the disparity. Bryan Saums, program manager at Consider
Biking, is charged with promoting 2 by 2012. He said that he is working on fleshing out the content for the
program in order to "educate and empower people to ride" to work...

No detour for Buckeye fans walking from West Campus to stadium

Work zone along Olentangy trail to be open Thursday; project will reroute bicyclists until December

A stretch of the Olentangy Greenway Trail through Ohio State's campus has been closed all summer. For the 8,000
or so football fans who park across the Olentangy River from campus, a stretch of the trail and two pedestrian
overpasses will reopen for Thursday's game. Despite construction that has closed the Olentangy Greenway Trail
through Ohio State University's campus, fans walking to Ohio Stadium from West Campus parking lots will find the
path open Thursday night near Drake Union and Morrill Tower. Bicyclists who use the trail to ride from
Worthington and Clintonville to Downtown will have to continue to use detours until mid-December, when
construction on the trail is scheduled to be done. For the game against Marshall University on Thursday night,
small portions of the trail and two pedestrian overpasses crossing Cannon Drive near Morrill Tower will remain
open. About 8,000 people who park across the Olentangy River and use a pedestrian bridge to get across in that
area can use the overpasses to get to the stadium, said Kevin Koesters, Ohio State's project manager for
construction near the towers. One Cannon Drive overpass was recently replaced, and the other is to be
demolished Friday, he said. Paths for pedestrians will have to be refigured for future games. For bicyclists who use
the trail to commute Downtown, having the Olentangy Greenway closed through Ohio State all summer has been
like having a chunk of Rt. 315 shut down for drivers. Bicyclists have had to find their way through detours since
spring as the university makes $728,000 in improvements to the trail between Woody Hayes and John H. Herrick

Columbus Trail to be dedicated to Major Taylor

The City of Columbus proudly commemorates four miles of the Alum Creek Trail as the Major Taylor Bikeway. Trail
dedication renaming and unveiling of a commemorative plaque to Major Taylor will take place on Friday,
September 3rd at 3PM. This trail section is dedicated to the first Africa-American to become an international
sports star and one of the most famous cyclists in American history. Before the advent of football and basketball
only baseball equaled cycling’s popularity with America’s citizens. Major Taylor [1878-1932] won his first
professional race in New York City’s Madison Square Garden and the 1899 world track cycling championship after
setting numerous world records and overcoming racial discrimination. He went on to win numerous races in the
US before being forced by segregation and Jim Crow laws to compete successfully in Europe and Australia. During
the peak of his career he earned over $25,000 a week at a time when the average American was making less than
$1000 annually. He retired at age 32 but by the time of his death had lost everything to bad investments,
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persistent illness, and the stock market crash. He died at age 53 in 1932, a pauper in the charity ward of Chicago’s
Cook County Hospital and buried in an unmarked grave. In 1948 a group of former pro bike racers, with money
donated by the Schwinn Bicycle Co. organized a relocation of Taylor's remains to a prominent part of Mt
Glenwood Cemetery near Chicago. A monument to his memory stands in his former hometown of Worcester, MA
and Indianapolis, IN named the city's bicycle track after Taylor. Now Columbus Ohio joins cities honoring the
memory of this pioneering African-American athlete by naming a section of its bike trail in Major Taylor’s honor.
Columbus Mayor and avid cyclist Michael Coleman, Director of Recreations and Parks Alan McKnight and George
Harper president of The Columbus Major Taylor Cycling Club, the nation’s oldest cycling organization named in
honor of Taylor will be in attendance. A ribbon cutting and opening ride by local cyclists will follow the renaming
and unveiling ceremonies. “l advise all youths aspiring to athletic fame or a professional career to practice clean
living, fair play, and good sportsmanship.” -Major Taylor

Council ponders bike paths, other projects

Maintenance and renovations continued to be the theme of Dublin's new five-year Capital Improvement Plan,
although a few new projects have been thrown in. Dublin City Council members met Monday in a finance
committee of the whole meeting to go over proposed projects from the parks, transportation and services
departments. The plan sets funding for projects in Dublin for the next five years. City staff proposed $16-million
over the next five years for street maintenance. Finance director Marsha Grigsby told council staff increased
funding for bike-path maintenance. "We've got 100 miles of path to attend to," city engineer Paul Hammersmith
said. The proposed CIP scheduled $S1-million from 2011 to 2015 for bike-path maintenance. Also on
transportation's CIP proposal was funding for pedestrian tunnel maintenance. According to the proposed CIP,
"$100,000 has been programmed in 2010 to complete the most critical repairs for the tunnels under Muirfield
Drive." Proposed bike paths were debated by council members. The newly created bicycle advisory task force
gave proposals for the CIP to council this summer. Staff gave council members options on different bike paths and
lanes to pursue and council members questioned whether or not to install both a bike lane and multi-use trail on
Brand Road at the same time. "It should all be done at the same time so we don't have to go back and ask for
more land," council member Marilee Chinnici-Zuercher said. Councilman John Reiner pushed for the addition of a
bike lane for Muirfield Drive for a "north/south route" to serve the area...

Jefferson Township won't seek funds for road projects

Jefferson Township officials have pulled the plug on plans to apply for state aid to complete road projects. The
reason, township trustees and service department employees said last week, is that the projects are so expensive
that even meeting the minimum requirement for matching funds would drain the township's entire road-
maintenance budget. Earlier this month, trustees approved a contract with New Albany-based engineering firm
EMH&T to prepare an Ohio Public Works Commission grant application. EMH&T was to evaluate potential
projects for which the township could seek funding. One of the projects considered was the improvement of
Dixon Road to eliminate stormwater flooding. Township service superintendent Joe Gerhart told trustees Aug. 24
that each of the projects examined would cost more than $400,000 to complete. Meeting the 10-percent
minimum match, he said, would wipe out his department's budget so that no other work could be completed this
year. Trustees are asking township residents to approve a new five-year, 1-mill levy that would raise about
$488,000 for the township - half of which would be dedicated to road repairs and maintenance - when they go to
the polls in November.

One-way street plan getting some support

Lancaster businessman Jim Huber presented his idea to property owners, government officials and residents at a
meeting in the conference room of the Chamber of Commerce on Thursday night. About 30 people turned out to
hear about Huber's proposal. Huber said he thinks the downtown area as laid out with two-way streets has about
100 on-street parking spaces. He said that number could grow to about 200 by converting four streets into one-
way and installing head-in parking. He said the city looked at his proposal and found it would create about 50
fewer spaces than his original proposal. He proposes the one-ways be south on Broad Street from Wheeling Street
to Chestnut Street; west on Chestnut Street; north on Columbus Street and east on Wheeling Street.

Powell police detective Darren Smith was sick of seeing lost and stolen bikes end up on the auction block after
being turned in to the police station. Nearly 100 bikes had come through the department in the past few years.
"We auction those off because we can never find the owners of the bikes," Smith said. So after hearing about the
idea at a national conference, Smith pitched a bicycle-registration program to Chief Gary Vest, who thought it
might be the solution to their ownerless-bike problem. "One kid will ride it and leave it somewhere," Vest said.
"But then we have no way, unless someone files a report, of knowing who it belongs to." Tamper-proof stickers
with a registration number alert police to the owner, who has contact information on file with the department.
"We're hoping that this is just one step more to connecting the owner to the bicycle," Vest said. Although it's new
in Powell, other communities have been offering the service for years, including Dublin, New Albany and Upper
Arlington. But making it work depends on riders actually registering their bikes. Dublin police Cpl. Renae Rice, one
of the officials in charge of the bike unit, said an increase in thefts this summer prompted the department to do
more to get bikes registered through the 15-year-old program. "We find that a lot of the bikes that are stolen
have not been registered," she said. For the past three decades, Upper Arlington police have required cyclists to
register and license their bikes, said records specialist Jackie Ackison. But most people ignore the rarely enforced
regulation. Eighteen bikes were waiting to be claimed one day last week...

ODOT asks for millions to study 1-71/36

The Ohio Department of Transportation is requesting S5-million from the Transportation Review Advisory Council
(TRAC) to study the I-71 and U.S. Route 36 interchange in Delaware County. TRAC assists in the project selection
process for ODOT's larger investments. ODOT representative Brian Hedge said ODOT already has tentative plans
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to upgrade the interchange in 2012. He said the study would help decide if "additional improvements will be
needed at the interchange if or when development occurs." Hedge said the 2012 project would affect an area
from just west of Taco Bell on U.S. Route 36 to east of Wilson Road. "This project will improve the current
conditions at the interchange by reducing congestion and thereby improving safety," Hedge said. He said changes
include constructing dual left- and right-turn lanes on the northbound and southbound exit ramps from 1-71 to US
36, adding an eastbound right turn lane on U.S. 36, widening the ramp from U.S. 36 to southbound 1-71, and
adding a westbound right turn lane from U.S. 36 to northbound I-71. Hedge said ODOT also plans to upgrade
traffic signals at the interchange for "better signal timing and efficiency," re-stripe the existing bridge deck,
construct a raised median from the access road by the Shell and BP gas stations and also from the |-71

Residents convince staff Northwest path wouldn't work

An informal meeting between Upper Arlington residents and the Parks and Recreation Department led to the
rejection of a new connecting trail in Northwest Kiwanis Park. It also resulted in plans for more discussion for one
in Burbank. Nearly 30 adults, two dogs and one child huddled in the Burbank shelter house for a public discussion
Monday, Aug. 30. It was hosted by Tim Moloney, parks and Recreation director, and Steve Cothrel,
superintendent of parks and forestry, to discuss plans to add connecting, 8-foot wide blacktop trails to the parks.
Cothrel said the new paths would link existing sections of trail, to allow people a full loop around the park without
having to exit the park and walk along street. Currently, he said, visitors of the park must walk quite a bit of street
to make a loop, which joggers and people with young children have told him they're uncomfortable with. After
the meeting, Moloney and Cothrel told the residents a new path for North Kiwanis would not be developed. The
proposed path, which would have gone in the southeast corner of the park near the bottom of the hill, was
overwhelmingly rejected. Many residents opposed the idea because of the impact such a path might have on the
natural beauty of the park -- not to mention the winter sledding. "We got the highest hill in Upper Arlington,"
resident Robert Albright. "That's our sledding hill. You shouldn't build there." Another resident agreed, adding
that children come from all over to use the hill and putting asphalt at the bottom would disrupt the sledding.
Many homeowners expressed dismay at the idea of a new path being so close to their property, which Moloney
said he understands. "It's the city park, but it's in your back yard," he said. One resident said she works as a real
estate agent and the impact of a path near houses would have a negative effect. "When you put a path behind
property, the field of buyers drops," she said. "Leave it the way it is...

No Crossing Guards (Added: August 31, 2010)

A budget gap means that three dozen people in Chillicothe will lose their jobs and leave children walking to school
without the help of crossing guards.

CHILLICOTHE, Ohio --

For 18 years, Evelyn Stewart has been a crossing guard for the Chillicothe school system. She has watched over
students as they cross the busy lanes of Main Street to get to school. But as part of the city's layoff program, all 15
crossing guards, for four elementary schools, are being laid off to try and help the city's budget. Stewart doesn't
do it for the money, she cares about the kids. "l know | am helping a lot of little ones through some of this," says
Stewart. Tuesday was Stewart's last day as a crossing guard. She is retiring early and several parents hugged her
on her last shift, saying that she will be missed. But once the crossing guards are gone, Stewart said she fears the
worst -- and so does the community. "Everybody is driving, so the kids that are walking do not stand a chance to
cross unless there was a crossing guard there," said concerned parent Ron Aldridge. The city has given the school
district until October 1 before the crossing guards are gone for good. The school district is facing budget problems
and cannot afford to pay for crossing guards, so they are looking for answers. "They are being paid there to make
sure the kids are safe, and so it puts us in a bind. What are we going to do and how are we going to handle it?"
stated Chillicothe City Schools Superintendent Roger Crago. Crago said he is eager to hear from parents and PTO
members on possible suggestions or maybe even volunteers. But as Stewart wrapped up her last morning
watching the kids, she said she hopes that an answer is found soon.

The Big Walnut School District has cut bus transportation for students who live less than a mile from school. That
results in elementary school students crossing Rt. 36/Rt. 37 to get to the new General Rosecrans Elementary
School. This only affects a small neighborhood, but is a big concern because there is no school-zone speed limit in
effect and no crossing guard on duty.

Transportation bill is the road to jobs

Congress narrowly approved yet another unemployment insurance extension, but my colleagues on the other side
of the aisle continue to miss the forest for the trees. Instilling certainty into the economy by providing relief to the
unemployed is important. But creating sustainable jobs is where this debate should be focused. Over the past two
years, our nation borrowed $123 billion to pay for unemployment insurance extensions, our national debt
increased by almost $4 trillion, and Democrats passed a $2 trillion health care bill and a stimulus bill now
estimated by the Congressional Budget Office to cost $860 billion.

Two-time Tour champion Fignon dies

Laurent Fignon, a Frenchman who twice won the Tour de France but was defeated by American rival Greg
LeMond in arguably the event's greatest race, died Tuesday after a battle with cancer. He was 50. Fignon, who
had worked as a television commentator for the state-backed France 2 network for the past five years, announced
last June that he had advanced cancer of the digestive system and was undergoing chemotherapy. France 2 TV
reported his death Tuesday. The gargantuan battle between Fignon and LeMond in the 1989 Tour de France
produced the narrowest winning result in the history of the world's most famous cycling race: 8 seconds. "He was
a great champion who used a combination of talent and will to win the Tour de France twice," David Lappartient,
president of the French Cycling Federation, told The Associated Press on Tuesday. "He had an iron will, and was
also a very intelligent man." The Centre Laurent Fignon, a sports and activities center in the Pyrenees mountains,
could not be reached for comment. "The guy was a real character, both on and off his bike," said Marc Madiot, a
former Fignon teammate and Francaise des Jeux team manager. "Hats off to him." Lance Armstrong, the seven-
time Tour champion who himself battled cancer, wrote "Allez Laurent!!!" (Let's Go Laurent!!!) on his Twitter feed
late Monday -- a sign that he was aware of Fignon's condition. Born Aug. 12, 1960, the blond, bespectacled Fignon
excelled at sports as a child and took up cycling because his friends did -- initially against the wishes of his parents,
who disliked the fact that amateur cycling races took place on Sundays, which they considered to be a day for
family activities. Despite his reputation for being well-read and his nickname "The Professor," Fignon dropped out
of college. He competed in cycle races while completing his army service. Fignon won the Tour on his first attempt
in 1983 in just his second year as a professional, seizing the opportunity presented by the absence of four-time
winner and defending champion Bernard Hinault. He also won in 1984. Though feted by the cycling-mad French,
Fignon never achieved the public adoration of Hinault, and footage of him spitting at journalists in 1989 cemented
his reputation for testiness and a certain arrogance. He was awarded the "Prix Citron" for the least likable rider

Landis Said to File Suit Against Cycling Team

Floyd Landis, who was stripped of the 2006 Tour de France title for doping, has filed a federal whistle-blower
lawsuit against his former team — the United States Postal Service squad that included the seven-time Tour
winner Lance Armstrong — claiming that the team defrauded the government, two people briefed on the matter
said on Friday. Landis is claiming that team management was aware of the team’s widespread doping when the
contract with the Postal Service clearly stated that any doping would constitute default of their agreement, the
people said. They did not want their names published because the suit is still under seal. The case was first
reported by The Wall Street Journal in its online edition. In May, Landis publicly claimed that Armstrong and other
Postal Service teammates were involved in systematic doping in the early-to-mid 2000s. Armstrong has
vehemently denied allegations that he has doped. He has said Landis lacks credibility after lying about his doping
practices. Armstrong and his former Postal team are already under federal criminal investigation for charges that
may include fraud, tax evasion, money laundering, drug distribution and breaches of employment law. A grand
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jury has been convened and has already begun to hear testimony and examine documents. This week,
Armstrong’s lawyers met with prosecutors at the United States Attorney’s office in Los Angeles, the office that is
in charge of the case. Landis, who served a two-year ban after testing positive for synthetic testosterone at the
2006 Tour, filed his whistle-blower suit under the False Claims Act, the people with knowledge of the case said.
Those suits give citizens the right and the financial incentive to hire their own lawyers and bring lawsuits on the
government’s behalf. If the government recovers any money in the suit, Landis will be eligible to receive a
percentage. Whistle-blower suits are initially kept secret to protect the person bringing the suit. “This news that
Floyd Landis is in this for the money reconfirms everything we all knew about Landis,” said Mark Fabiani,
Armstrong’s spokesman, in an e-mailed statement. Fabiani called Landis “a serial liar, an epic cheater and a
swindler...”
